The bad side of globalization is also about tight credit, deleverage, and declining money flows
across local and national boundaries, as creditors tighten credit to both good and bad borrowers,
depressing aggregate demand; setting the world economy into a vicious cycle of income and
employment declines; and euphoria is succeeded by pessimism and a burst of asset bubbles,
perpetuating the downward spiral of the world economy.

The Chinese ‘Three World’ theory, discussed earlier in this book, was part of a political
response in the mid-1970s to exclusion. It proposed the formation of China’s own
political alliances and blocs, in the face of exclusion or marginalisation from others.
Even after the rapprochement with the US in 1971 and 1972, and the assumption of its
UN Security Council seat, Chinese suspicions of the superpower world were high.
However, it took the Chinese even longer to gain entry to the world’s global economic
institutions. The US, in particular, was reluctant to allow this. And, even with eventual
entry, China’s almost default foreign policy strategy kicked in with plans to form its own
very alternative global economic structures. It was prepared to do this at great cost — but
it hoped for very great long-term returns, not only economically, but it terms of the
political leverage that economic hegemony would bring.

The post-World War II architecture included institutions for cooperation (e.g. the UN),
for close quarter collaboration (e.g. what became the EU), for what was called
‘harmonisation’ (e.g. the Organisations for Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD)). This was apart from the financial institutions (e.g. the World Bank and IMF)
which were formed for highly constrained but effective forms of economic regulation to
accompany the facilitation of capital flows. Here, the circulation of capital became more
important than its mere accumulation. As long as it was a circulation dominated by the
West, all was well with the World Bank and IMF. We shall return shortly to that. The

consultation and research, did not develop too far apart from one another, and each was
able to remain fiscally in touch with the others at all times. In many ways it was the
OECD that furnished the post-war triumph of global capitalism and prevented it from
being a house that could have fallen apart

The bad side of globalization is also about tight credit, deleverage, and declining money
flows across local and national boundaries, as creditors tighten credit to both good and
bad borrowers, depressing aggregate demand; setting the world economy into a vicious
cycle of income and employment declines; and euphoria is succeeded by pessimism and
a burst of asset bubbles, perpetuating the downward spiral of the world economy.

The ugly side of globalization is when nations and local communities try to escape the
vicious cycle of income and employment declines through simultaneous currency
devaluations; and by raising trade barriers that in essence put an end to globalization and
a beginning to trade wars, as was the case in the 1930s.

In the last quarter of the century and for the most part of the first decade of this century,
the world has seen the good side of globalization. In the last four years, the world has
seen the bad side of globalization. We do hope and pray that the world won’t see the
ugly side of it.

- In the broadest sense, lobbing is any activity which has as it ultimate aim to influence the
decision of Congress, State and local legislature, or executive agencies. The term arouse from the
use of lobbies, or corridors in legislative halls as places to meet with and persuade legislators to
vote a certain way.
