Do you know anything about the BAFTA awards? It’s not surprising if you don’t, because many
people see the awards as just a practice for the Oscars. However, BAFTA (British Academy of Film and
Television) started in 1947 and their award ceremony was first held in 1948. The awards were not
shown on television until 1967, but since then more and more people have started to watch. In 2011 the
viewing figures were up to 5.3 million, and the awards are now a well-known event in the film industry
calendar.

The BAFTA awards ceremony celebrates the best of film and television every year. Although it
does have some special categories just for British films, it also awards prizes to many foreign films and
programmes (usually American). When the award ceremony began in 1948, there was just one category
and one prize — for best film.

Awards are usually presented by actors or actresses, but in the past, members of the British royal
family have also presented them. The prize is a golden mask statue. One of the eyes in the mask is miss-
ing, which makes it look quite strange.

The BAFTA awards ceremony used to happen in April or March, but in 2002 they changed the
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date to February to make sure that the ceremony came before the Oscars. The Oscars now often homi-
nate the same films, actors and actresses for prizes (even though the same actors and actresses don’t al-
ways win). This happens so often that the BAFTAs are now seen as a good way to predict Oscar nomi-
nations. So if you are interested in the Oscars, it is worth watching the BAFTAs first.

Of course, working and studying at the same time can be stressful, and time management is very
important. Make a plan for each day and each week — and stick to it! Set yourself goals, like completing
your assignment by tonight, or finishing a task at work by lunchtime, and then give yourself a small re-
ward for achieving it. Buy yourself a chocolate bar, go cycling, or take an evening off to be with friends
— whatever makes you happy.

And speaking of friends, make sure you keep in touch with them through email, text messages,
social networking sites, and by meeting up face-to-face. The opportunity to share ideas and experiences,
get and give advice, and have fun together will keep you motivated and less lonely. In short, human re-
lationships are essential for your psychological health, especially when you are stressed.

Of course, there will be times when you must be on your own so you can focus on your studies. In
the busy life of a working student, it is easy to lose sight of the ultimate goal, which is to get an educa-
tion. If you find it impossible to balance the demands of working and studying at the same time, you
might be better off getting a bank loan after all.

Computer Crime

Criminals in the past used to have guns, masks and escape cars. Now they have a computer, a tele-
phone and a piece of computer equipment called a ‘modem’. They simply dial a telephone number to link
their own computer with others, and then, using a password (a secret word or phrase), enter a company’s
computer system (in a bank or a government office for example). Many companies stupidly used to have
the word ‘password’ as their password.

In 1990 two American teenagers broke into a computer system and added rude messages to some
information and made other important data disappear. The damage cost over two million dollars to cor-
rect. A 12-year old boy in Detroit used his own computer to enter the computer system of a large compa-|
ny and caused financial chaos.

In Britain, computer crime costs companies about 400 million pounds a year. Often, the computer,
criminals do not to make money; they just want to show the world how clever they are.

They also like to create computer viruses. They program a computer disc with a special fault in it.
\When a computer copies the disc, the fault enters the computer’s memory. That means it gets onto any
other disc each time you put a new disc into your computer. Some viruses are just silly messages. For ex-
ample, one puts the message ‘peace and love’ on your computer screen while you are working. Other vi-
ruses use all the “memory’ on the computer, and the computer is ‘sick’ and unable to work. One hospital

Mystery book

1

One of the most mysterious books in the world is the so-called Voynich manuscript. The name re-
fers to Wilfrid Voynich, a book collector who bought the manuscript in Italy in 1912. We do not know|
who wrote the manuscript or why, but scientific analysis shows that it probably dates from the fifteenth
century and was written in northern Italy. Attempts to trace the history of the manuscript have identified
some of its previous keepers, but have opened up more questions than they have answered.

The book is about 240 pages long and appears to have six main parts. It is richly illustrated with

pictures of plants, animals, people and stars. There are many theories about the subject matter of the man-|
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uscript. The pictures suggest that the manuscript may be a handbook for doctors working with herbs, but
no one knows for sure. Why is that the case? Because no-one can read it!

The book was written in a language that nobody has been able to read, using letters that nobody
recognises. Many people think the book is written in code, but even the most experienced code-breakers
have been unable to translate it. Experts have identified about 30 recurring letters or symbols that may
correspond to an encoded alphabet; however, there are also a humber of letters or symbols that appear
only once or twice in the whole book. There appear to be nearly 35,000 ‘words’ in the manuscript.

Experts usually agree that the first section is about plants, and that the first word on each page is the
name of a plant. This section follows the pattern of medieval herbal guides with descriptions and careful
illustrations. But this does not make it easier to understand the manuscript because nobody recognises the
plants. Some look familiar, but the pictures often show peculiar details that don’t match any known
plants, or they combine the roots of one plant with the flowers, fruit and leaves of other species.

Some people suggest the book must have been a kind of trick or hoax and that the reason we cannot
understand it is that it doesn’t mean anything. Others argue that it can’t have been just a joke because
writing 240 pages and drawing the complex pictures must have taken months and been a lot of hard work.
One theory is that someone with a mental illness wrote the book, and that it is a product of his or her im-
agination. We may never know, but the Voynich manuscript continues to be one of the world’s greatest
mysteries.

POWER LEARNING

Jill had not done as well in high school as she had hoped. Since college involved even more work,
it was no surprise that she didn’t do better there.

The reason for her so-so performance was not a lack of effort. She attended most of her classes and
read her textbooks. And she never missed handing in any assignment, even though it often meant staying
up late the night before homework was due. Still, she just got by in her classes. Before long, she came tg
the conclusion she simply couldn’t do any better.

Then one day, one of her instructors said something to make her think otherwise. “You can proba-
bly build some sort of house by banging a few boards together,” he said. “But if you want a sturdy home,
you'll have to use the right techniques and tools. Building carefully takes work, but it gets better results.
The same can be said of your education. There are no shortcuts, but there are some proven study skills
that can really help. If you don’t use them, you may end up with a pretty flimsy education.”

Jill signed up for a study-skills course and found out a crucial fact—that learning how to learn is
the key to success in school. There are certain dependable skills that have made the difference between
disappointment and success for generations of students. These techniques won’t free you from work, but
they will make your work far more productive. They include three important areas: time control, class-
room note-taking, and textbook study.

Success in college depends on time control. Time control means that you deliberately organize and
plan your time, instead of letting it drift by. Planning means that you should never be faced with a night-
before-the-test “cram” session or an overdue term paper.

There are three steps involved in time control. First, you should prepare a large monthly calendar.
Buy a calendar with a large white block around each date, or make one yourself. At the beginning of the
college semester, circle important dates on this calendar. Circle the days on which tests are scheduled;
circle the days papers are due. This calendar can also be used to schedule study plans. You can jot down
your plans for each day at the beginning of the week. An alternative method would be to make plans for,
each day the night before. On Tuesday night, for example, you might write down “Read Chapter 5 in psy-
chology” in the Wednesday block. Hang this calendar where you will see it every day—your kitchen,

your bedroom, even your bathroom!
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The second step in time control is to have a weekly study schedule for the semester—a chart that
covers all the days of the week and all the waking hours in each day.
