My name is Judith Lee and I am a teacher. I teach people who are

deaf and dumb, and I teach them by lip-reading. When people say a
word, they all move their lips the same way, so if you watch them
carefully, you know what they are saying.
My father was one of the first people to teach lip-reading. My mother
was deaf, but she could lip-read, so lip-reading has always been part of
my life. And because I have always been able to do it, I was able to
play a part in the adventure I am going to tell you about...

I was thirteen years old when it happened. My mother and father
were visiting another country, and I was staying in a small village, in a
cottage which we owned.
