Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from
the age of five to sixteen. Children under five go either
to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The main aim of
such kind of establishments is to make the children
ready for primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age
of five. There are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of
them are the responsibility of the Local Educational
Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At
first the studies are more like playing than working.
Lessons usually last from nine in the morning till four
or five in the afternoon with a long break at the
lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive
schools. They study Maths, English, Arts, English
Literature, Geography, one or two foreign languages,

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usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical
Education), IT (Information Technology), Religion,
Science, Biology, Sex Education and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate
of Secondary Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level,
and then they either leave school and start working or
continue their studies at school or at college for two
more years. This is called the sixth form at school or
the sixth form college, and the students take only the
subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There
are no entrance exams to universities, so the students
can enter a university or a college on the results of
their A-level examinations.

Finding information on the World Wide Web
needs an Internet search engine such as Google,
Alta Vista or Excite. Search engines have a text box
where you type in a keyword or words. A search
engine is a software program that reads the
keywords in the text box and searches the Internet
for Web pages, websites and other Internet files that
use them. These documents are shown on the
computer screen in a results listing.

When carrying out searches, you should
usually be specific and brief in your choice of
words. If the keyword is too general, or includes too
many different meanings, t information in different
ways, which changes the way they store he results
listing may not be useful. Different search engines
categorize information in different ways, which
changes the way they store and retrieve it.

You can narrow a search using logical
operators such as AND, OR, and NOT. AND
retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR
retrieves either of the words and NOT excludes
words. Spelling is important when typing in
keywords, but a search engine will not usually read
punctuation, prepositions and articles.

Capacitors

A capacitor is one of the main elements of a circuit. It is used to store
electric energy. A capacitor stores electric energy provided that a voltage
source is applied to it.

The main parts of a capacitor are metal plates and insulators. The
function of insulators is to isolate the metal plates and in this way to prevent
a short.

There are two common types of capacitors nowadays: a fixed
capacitor and a variable one. The plates of a fixed capacitor cannot be
moved; for this reason its capacity does not change. The plates of a variable
capacitor move; its capacity changes. The greater the distance between the
plates, the less is the capacity of a capacitor. Variable capacitors are
commonly used by radiomen; their function is to vary the frequency in the
circuit. Fixed capacitors are used in telephone and radio work.

Fixed capacitors have insulators produced of paper, ceramics and
other materials; variable capacitors have air insulators.

Besides, electrolyte capacitors are highly in use. They also have a very
high capacity: it varies from 0.5 to 2,000 microfarad. Their disadvantage is
that they change their capacity when the temperature changes. They can
operate without a change only at temperatures not lower -40°C.

Common troubles in capacitors are an open and a short. A capacitor
stops operating and does not store energy in case it has a trouble. A capacitor
with a trouble should be substituted by a new one.
