Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies
are more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine in the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
years. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

When a machine or a tool is made, the most suitable material must be
chosen by considering its properties, which can be classified as mechanical,
thermal, electrical and chemical. The main types of materials used in
mechanical engineering are metals, polymer materials, ceramics and compose
materials. The most commonly used materials are metals, which can be
divided into ferrous and non-ferrous. They can be used in their pure form or
mixed with other elements. In this second case we have an alloy and it is used
to improve some properties of the metals. The most commonly used ferrous
metals are iron and alloys which use iron. Because iron is soft and pasty it is
not suitable to be used as a structural material, so a small amount of carbon is
added to it to make a steel alloy.

Non-ferrous metals contain little or no iron. The most common non-
ferrous metals used in mechanics are copper, zinc, tin and aluminium. Some
common non-ferrous alloys are brass (formed by mixing copper and zinc),
bronze (formed by mixing copper and tin) and other aluminium alloys which
are used in the aircraft industry. Other examples of materials used in
mechanical engineering are plastic and rubber.

PVC or polyvinyl chloride is a type of plastic and is used to insulate
wires and cables. Rubber is a polymer and its best property is elasticity, as it
performs to its original size and shape after deformation. Ceramic materials are
good insulators: hard, resistant and strong, but brittle. Composite materials are
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made up of two or more materials combined to improve their mechanical
properties. Concrete is reinforces with steel and is used in building

Steelmaking can be divided into acid and basic processes depending
upon whether the slag is high in silica (acid) or high in lime (basic). The
furnace lining in contact with the slag should be a compatible material. A silica
or siliceous material is used in acid processes, and a basic material such as
burned dolomite or magnesite is used in basic processes. Carbon, manganese,
and silicon, the principal impurities in pig iron, are easily oxidized and
separated; the manganese and silicon oxides go into the slag, and the carbon is
removed as carbon monoxide and carbon dioxide in the off-gases. Phosphorus
is also oxidized but does not separate from the metal unless the slag is basic.
Removal of sulfur occurs to some extent by absorption in a basic slag. Thus,
the basic steelmaking processes are more versatile in terms of the raw
materials, and have become the predominant steelmaking processes.

The term covers a wide range of
work from large ships, bridges and oil refineries to delicate jewellery. It
therefore includes a correspondingly wide range of skills and the use of many
different types of metalworking processes and their related tools.
Metalworking is an art hobby, industry and trade. It relates to metallurgy, a
science, jewellery making, an art-and-craft, and as a trade and industry with
ancient roots spanning all cultures and civilizations. Metalworking had its
beginnings millennia in the past. At some point in history, modern man’s
ancestors discovered that certain rocks now called ores could be smelted,
producing metal. Further, they discovered that the metal product was malleable
and ductile and thus able to be formed into various tools, adornments and put
to other practical uses. Humans over the millennia learned to work raw metals
into objects of art, adornment, practicality, trade, and engineering.

The essential feature of this method is that the molten iron is allowed to
cool slightly below its melting point, and freezing is induced by a nodularising
agent, initially calcium silicide; this causes the carbon in the iron to precipitate
out as nodules of graphite.

Castings made by this method are used for the beds of machine tools,
and in applications requiring very high corrosion resistance.
