Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies
are more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine in the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
years. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

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Machine-tools

Machine-tools are used to shape metals and other materials. The material to be
shaped is called the workpiece. Most machine-tools are now electrically
driven. Machine-tools with electrical drive are faster and more accurate than
hand tools: they were an important element in the development of mass-
production processes, as they allowed individual parts to be made in large
numbers so as to be interchangeable.

All machine-tools have facilities for holding both the workpiece and the tool,
and for accurately controlling the movement of the cutting tool relative to the
workpiece. Most machining operations generate large amounts of heat, and use
cooling fluids (usually a mixture of water and oils) for cooling and lubrication.

Machine-tools usually work materials mechanically but other machining
methods have been developed lately. They include chemical machining, spark
erosion to machine very hard materials to any shape by means of a continuous
high-voltage spark (discharge) between an electrode and a workpiece. Other
machining methods include drilling using ultrasound, and cutting by means of
a laser beam. Numerical control of machine-tools and flexible manufacturing
systems have made it possible for complete systems of machine-tools to be
used flexibly for the manufacture of a range of products.

Delimbers and slashers are machines used after the wood has been
felled and skidded. The trunks will be trimmed of branches and cut to specific
lengths at the landing using delimbers and slashers. Then the log loaders will
pick up the wood and load it to the log trucks. Log loaders are used at the
landing to pick up trees that have been skidded from the forest. They process
the trees through the delimber and slasher and load the finished product on log
truck to be transported to the mill. At the harvesting site shovel loggers are
used between the feller-bunchers and the skidders. In wet, soft and soggy
ground these track machines use the logs felled by the feller -buncher to make
a travelling mat for the skidders and arrange bunches for maximum skidder
production. Delimbers are used for removing the branches from the trees that
have been skidded from the forest. The log loader pulls the tree through the
delimber, which removes the branches and cuts the top off at a desired
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diameter with a topping saw. The trees are then moved to the slashers to be cut
into desired lengths depending on species and quality. Slashers cut the tree into
controlled length. The log loader picks up the trees brought to the landing by
the skidders and places them into the slasher to be cut. The Timberjack Whole
Tree Processor is totally self-contained delimber and slasher unit. The operator
has radio control in the cab over delimbing, topping and slashing functions
with no devices connecting the loader to the processor. The power unit is
protected by a heavy — duty enclosure which can be hydraulically tilted for
service. One operator can delimb, top, slash and load trees sitting in his
comfortable cab.

Agricultural machines are used to till soil and to plant, cultivate, and harvest
crops. Since ancient times, when cultures first began cultivating plants, people
have used tools to help them grow and harvest crops. They used pointed tools
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to dig and keep soil loosened, and sharp, knife-like objects to harvest ripened
crops. Modifications of these early implements led to the development of small
hand tools that are still used in gardening, such as the spade, hoe, rake and
trowel, and larger implements, such as ploughs and larger rakes that are drawn
by humans, animals, or simple machines.

Modern large agricultural implements, adapted to large-scale farming methods,
are usually powered by diesel- or petrol-fuelled internal-combustion engines.
The most important implement of modern agriculture is the tractor. It provides
locomotion for many other implements. The power shafts of tractors can also
be set up to drive belts that operate equipment such as feed grinders, pumps,
and electric-power generators. Small implements, such as portable irrigators,
may be powered by individual motors.

Use of agricultural machinery substantially reduces the amount of human
labour needed for growing crops. The average amount of labour required per
hectare to produce and harvest corn, hay, and cereal crops has fallen to less
than a quarter of what was required only a few decades ago.

Hydraulic Excavator Heat supply system repair works are being carried out
near the 5-storied building.

THE HYDRAULICALLY OPERATED CRANE.

Tadano, a hydraulically operated truck crane (Japan), is a self-propelled boom
crane whose distinctive features are the possibility of varying the boom radius,
high maneuverability and high travelling speed. The basis of the machine is the
truck carrier (steel chassis frame) with the mounted power unit, transmission
and the PTO-device operating the hydraulic cycle. The crane is provided with
the front jack and outriggers for the crane stability, hoisting equipment consists
of the boom, jib and hook operated by means of the main hook block, of the
winch, winch rope and the drum. The boom is of telescopic design. It is
provided with the jib used when you need to reequip the crane for some
different kind of work. The crane is hydraulically driven by means of hydraulic

50



oil acting in hydraulic cylinders. The control of the hydraulic operations is
performed by three levers, each one for controlling slewing, raising, lowering,
extending and retracting the boom. There are two cabs in the crane one for the
carrier driver and the other for the operator.

General cautions in operating the hydraulic crane.

1. Check the hydraulic oil level with the crane in the travelling configurationst,
to make sure that the spesified quantity is in the tank. 2. After starting the
engine, run it at low speeds to warm it up sufficiently. 3. Before operating the
PTO, make sure that the various levers and switctes are in their neutral or off
position. 4. Set the outriggers and level the crane before setting the front jack.
5. Do not abruptly move the winch control lever. 6. When lowering the hook
block, leave at least two turns of the winch rope on the winch drum. 7. When
folding and unfolding the jib, hold it by the auxiliary winch rope and swing it
slowly. 8. Every month and every year periodically inspect the crane.

Pre-delivery inspection, consists of carrying out all the checking
operations and tests described below in order to detect and thus eliminate
any faults which may exist.
It goes without saying, however, that when Dealer personnel pick up the
vehicle, they should perform a visual check in order to:

a. make sure the vehicle is in normal driving condition, especially as

regards level of fluids and controls.
b. detect any dents or scratches on body or other damage to the
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upholstery.

OPERATIONS TO BE CARRIED OUT IN THE ENGINE

Coolant
—  When engine cold check the level in the header tank.
Top up to the max. level with the specified coolant, if necessary.

Engine oil

—  Check that the level is up to the “MAX” level or the dipstick (carry out
this operation after having parked the vehicle on a flat surface and after
the engine has been off for a few minutes). If required top up with
specified oil.

Power steering oil

—  Check that the level is up to the “MAX” mark on the plug stick (before
carrying out the check, with engine idling, rotate the steering wheel
completely in both directions in order to carry out bleeding).

Brake and clutch fluid

—  Check that the level is up to the “MAX” mark in the reservoir.
If required top up with specified fluid, remembering that tins must be
opened only at the moment of use. Be sure to perform this operation with
utmost care and cleanliness.

Engine electric fan
—  Connect together the electric leads of the thermal switch and check that
the electric fan functions correctly.
—  Check that the leads are firmly connected to the thermal switch.
Check ignition advance
—  Connect the stroboscopic gun to the 1% spark plug on the respective
ignition distributor; connect the negative and positive leads of the gun
to the relative terminals of the battery.
— Connect an electronic rev. counter to the engine.
—  Start engine, warm it up to running temperature and with the engine
idling, check the fixed ignition advance.
Check the tightness of the air intake ducts
— Inorder to detect any air loss in the whole air intake system,
disconnect the flexible tube downstream from the constant idling
regulation actuator and blow in air with a compressed air gun.
—  Completely open the butterfly valve and brush or spray soapy water
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on all the joints.
The formation of bubbles or foam indicates air loss.

Battery electrolyte
—  Check that the electrolyte covers the upper edge of the plates by 5
mm, if not top up with distilled water.
