Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies
arc more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine m the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
vears. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of cighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

You can narrow a search using logical
operators such as AND, OR, and NOT. AND
retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR
retrieves either of the words and NOT excludes
words. Spelllng is important when typindg in
keywords , but a search engine will not usually read
punctuation, prepositions and articles.

Iron is able to take on two crystalline
forms (allotropic forms), body centered cubic (BCC) and face centered cubic
(FCC), depending on its temperature. In the body-centred cubic arrangement,
there is an iron atom in the centre of each cube, and in the face-centred cubic,
there is one at the center of each of the six faces of the cube. It is the

mteraction of the allotropes of iron with the alloymg elements, primarily
carbon, that gives steel and cast iron their range of unique properties.

In pure iron, the crystal structure has relatively little resistance to the
iron atoms slipping past one another, and so pure iron is quite ductile, or soft
and casily formed. In steel, small amounts of carbon, other clements, and
mclusions within the iron act as hardening agents that prevent the movement
of dislocations that are common in the crystal lattices of iron atoms.

The carbon in typical steel alloys may contribute up to 2.14% of its
weight. Varying the amount of carbon and many other alloying elements, as
well as controlling their chemical and physical makeup m the final steel (either
as solute elements, or as precipitated phases), slows the movement of those
dislocations that make pure iron ductile, and thus controls and enhances its
qualities. These qualities mclude such things as the hardness, quenching
behavior, need for annealing, tempering behavior, yield strength, and tensile
strength of the resulting steel. The increase in steel's strength compared to pure
iron is possible only by reducing iron's ductility.
