(stewardess) offers you mineral water, juice, or something to eat. You
may look down on the earth. It’s like a geographical map. The time
passes quickly. The plane usually arrives at the airport on time.

Travelling by railway is slower than by plane but it has its
advantages. You can see the countryside around you, read books or
magazines, play chess or cards. It's not boring if you have good
companions in the compartment. I'm fond of travelling by fast long-
distance train.

Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies are
more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine in the morning
till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology, Sex Education and
other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
years. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.
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At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

The units that are visible in any computer are the physical components
of a data processing system, or hardware. Thus, the input, storage, processing,
and control devices are hardware. Not visible is the software — the set of
computer programs, procedures, and associated documentation that make
possible the effective operation of the computer system. Software programs are
of two types: systems software and applications software.

Systems software are the programs designed to control the operation of a
computer system. They do not solve specific problems. They are written to
assist people in the use of the computer system by performing tasks, such as
controlling all of the operations required, to move data into and out of a
computer and all of the steps in executing an applications program. The person
who prepares systems software is referred to as a systems programmer.
Systems programmers are highly trained specialists and important members of
the architectural team.
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Applications software are the programs written to solve specific
problems (applications), such as payroll, inventory control, and investment
analysis. The word program usually refers to an applications program, and the
word programmer is usually a person who prepares applications software.
Often programs, particularly systems software, are stored in an area of memory
not used for applications software. These protected programs are stored in an
area of memory called read-only memory (ROM), which can be read from but
not written on.

Firmware is a term that is commonly used to describe certain programs
that are stored in ROM. Firmware often refers to a sequence of instructions
(software) that is substituted for hardware. For example, in an instance where
cost is more important than performance, the computer system architect might
decide not to use special electronic circuits (hardware) to multiply two
numbers, but instead write instructions (software) to cause the machine to ... .

It should be noticed that even in a large-scale digital system, such as in a
computer, or in a data-processing, control, or digital-communication system,
there are only a few basic operations which must be performed. These
operations may be operated many times. The four circuits most commonly
employed in such systems are known as the OR, AND, NOT and FLIP-FLOP.

They are called logic gates or circuits. An electronic digital computer is
a system which processes and stores very large amount of data and which
solves scientific problems of numerical computations of such complexity and
with such speed that solution by human calculation is not feasible. So, the
computer as a system can perform numerical computations and follow
instructions with extreme speed but it cannot program itself. We know that the
numbers and the instructions which form the program, the computer is to
follow, are stored in an essential part of the computer called the memory. The
second important unit of the computer is the control whose function is to
interpret orders. The control must convert the command into an appropriate set
of voltages to operate switches and carry out the instructions conveyed by the
order. The third basic element of a computer is the arithmetic device, which
contains the circuits performing the arithmetic computations: addition,
subtraction, etc. The control and arithmetic components are called the central
processor. Finally, a computer requires appropriate input-output devices for
inserting numbers and orders into the memory and for reading the final result.
Suppose a command to perform an addition or division has been transmitted to
the central processor. In response to this order the control must select the
correct operands from the memory, transmit them to the arithmetic unit and
return to the memory the result of the computation. The memory serves for
storing not only the original input data, but also the partial results which will
have to be used again as the computation proceeds. Lastly, if the computation
doesn’t stop with the execution of this instruction and the storage of the partial
result, the control unit must automatically pass on to the next instruction. The
connection of the control unit back to the input permits insertion of more data
when there is room in the memory.

Different search engines
categorize information in different ways, which changes the way they store and
retrieve it.

Using upper case letters (capital letters) in a keyword search will only
retrieve documents that use upper case. Typing in lower case (no capitals) is
usually better because search engines will retrieve documents that use both
upper case and lower case letters.

You can narrow a search using logical operators such as AND, OR, and
NOT. AND retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR retrieves either of
the words and NOT excludes words. Spelling is important when typindg in
keywords , but a search engine will not usually read punctuation, prepositions
and articles.

People use word processors for writing all kinds of documents, such as
letters, school papers and reports. Word processors have many advantages over
handwriting and manual typewriters. Word processing is faster and easier than
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writing by hand and you can store documents on your computer which you
cannot usually do on a typewriter. This makes it easier to review and rewrite
your documents. You have more formatting choices with a word processor
and the spelling, grammar and language tools are useful too.

Shows of this kind, with their catchy tunes, are very
popular. Variety shows, in which actors entertain the audience with
sentimental and comic performances or skits on social or political life,
also draw full houses and greatly influence the artistic tastes of the
public. In this kind of entertainment the role of the master of ceremonies
is very important. He announces the different items on the programme,
introduces the actors and maintains the attention and interest of the
spectators.

Those who don’t care for musical comedy or variety will find
other shows to their taste. Some theatres stage modern plays;
Shakespeare and other classics are played mostly at Old Vic; the Royal
Opera, formerly Covent Garden, shows opera and ballet.

Seats in theatres where dramatic works of real value are played
and where the standard of acting is high are expensive. This makes the
theatrical art in Britain more or less a plaything of the well-to-do and
better-educated classes.

As a rule, performances start at about half past seven and run for
three hours or more, including about an hour for intervals between acts.
There are sometimes matinees in the afternoon, but most spectators
prefer evening shows.

Seats are booked beforehand either at the box-office or by phone.
If all the seats are not booked or sold out you can get tickets at the box-
office just before the show begins; otherwise, the sold-out sign is posted
over the box-office.

When you arrive at the theatre you leave your hat and coat at the
cloakroom, where the attendant can also provide you with opera-
glasses, if you wish. An usher shows you to your place and sells you a
programme, which tells you the story of the play that is on that evening
and gives the names of the actors who will act the different parts.

Differences Between a Software Engineer and a Computer Programmer

Engineers and programmers enable desktop computers to work.
Computer hardware is a collection of circuits and electronics that remains
useless without the software that drives the components and allows users to
perform tasks. Both software engineers and computer programmers develop
the operating systems and applications needed by working computers. The
difference between these professionals are found in responsibilities, and
salaries.

Software Engineers
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Software engineers, often called software developers, plan and create
programs. They analyze user needs, design software and then test it to ensure
quality. They give instructions to programmers who write the software codes.
Engineers who specialize in the operating systems needed by computers are
called systems software developers. Those who focus on applications, such as
games, video editors, word processors and databases, are called applications
software developers. They require a minimum bachelor’s degree in software
engineering, computer science or a related field. Though they do not usually
write code, they also need strong programming skills to communicate properly
with programmers.

Computer Programmers

Computer programmers receive specifications by software engineers to
write the instructions or code the computer follows. They must be expert in
computer languages such as C++ and Java. They can update or expand existing
code and debug programs to find and fix errors. They also use code libraries
and computer-assisted software engineering to simplify their writing. Most
employers prefer programmers with bachelor’s degrees. However, in some
cases, they will hire programmers with an associate degree. They typically
specialize in only a few computer languages. Certification is available from
national organizations and vendors that may enhance job prospects and
salaries.
