Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies
are more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine in the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology, Sex Education and
other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
years. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

THE ROLLS

The rolls perform the actual operation of reducing the metal and
imparting to it the required shape.

A mill roll comprises the following elements: barrel, which directly
contacts the metal in rolling; roll necks, on both ends bearings: and wobble
necks, which serve to couple the roll to the spindle.

Rolls are made of either cast iron or steel.

Soft grey - iron rolls, cast in sand moulds, are employed in roughing
passes for the hot rolling of steel. Hard grey — iron rolls, cast in metallic
moulds, have a chilled surface layer and find widespread application in sheet
and plate mills, and in the finishing stands of section and rod mills.

Cast or forged steel rolls, capable of withstanding high bending
stresses, are used in blooming and slabbing mills, in the breakdown stands of
section mills, and in cold rolling mills. Forged rolls are somewhat stronger
than the cast type but are from 1,5 £+ 2 times more expensive. Alloy steel rolls
are used in sheet and plate mills; such rolls are chiefly of chrome — nickel or
chrome — molybdenum steel.

Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory
from the age of five to sixteen. Children under five
go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make
the children ready for primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the
age of five. There are 35,000 state schools in
Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven.
At first the studies are more like playing than
working. Lessons usually last from nine in the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long
break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive
schools.

Finding information on the World Wide
Web needs an Internet search engine such as
Google, Alta Vista or Excite. Search engines
have a text box where you type in a keyword or
words. A search engine is a software program
that reads the keywords in the text box and
searches the Internet for Web pages, websites
and other Internet files that use them. These
documents are shown on the computer screen in
a results listing.

When carrying out searches, you should
usually be specific and brief in your choice of
words. If the keyword is too general, or includes
too many different meanings, t information in
different ways, which changes the way they store
he results listing may not be useful. Different
search engines categorize information in
different ways, which changes the way they store
and retrieve it.

You can narrow a search using logical
operators such as AND, OR, and NOT. AND
retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR
retrieves either of the words and NOT excludes
words. Spelling is important when typing in
keywords, but a search engine will not usually
read punctuation, prepositions and articles.

Metals

Metals are materials most widely used in industry because of their
properties. The study of the production and properties of metals is known as
metallurgy.

The separation between the atoms in metals is small, so most metals are dense.
The atoms are arranged regularly and can slide ever each other. That is why
metals are malleable (can be deformed and bent without fracture) and ductile
(can be drawn into wire). Metals vary greatly in their properties. For example,
lead is soft and can be bent by hand, while iron can only be worked by
hammering at red heat.

The regular arrangement of atoms in metals gives them a crystalline
structure. Irregular crystals are called grains. The properties of the metals
depend on the size, shape, orientation, and composition of these grains. In
general, a metal with small grains will be harder and stronger than one with
coarse grains.

Heat treatment such as quenching, tempering, or annealing controls the
nature of the grains and their size in the metal. Small amounts of other metals
(less than 48 per cent) are often added to a pure metal. This is called alloying
(nmermposanue) and it changes the grain structure and properties of metals.

All metals can be formed by drawing, rolling, hammering and
extrusion, but some require hot-working. Metals are subject to metal fatigue
and to creep (the slow increase in length under stress) causing deformation and
failure. Both effects are taken into account by engineers when designing, for
example, airplanes, gas-turbines, and pressure vessels for high-temperature
chemical processes. Metals can be worked using machine-tools such as lathe,
milling machine, sharper and grinder.

The ways of working a metal depend on its properties. Many metals can
be melted and cast in moulds, but special conditions are required for metals
that react with air.
